God likes 

generosity, but he also wants us to be smart with our money and practice good stewardship.  

• Trim the list accordingly. 

• As you wrap your presents, make a mental list of all our gifts from the manger - the Word made flesh, joy, love, 

hope, life, light, peace, and the list could go on... 

  

Dear Lord Jesus, just as the wise men brought you gifts in honor of your blessed birth, so we, too, in the spirit of the 

season, now celebrate by giving gifts to one another. Help us give with a spirit of love and generosity. Forgive us for any 

grudging "have to" gifts; turn them into "want to" gifts.
